The South Tahoe Area Transit Authority (STATA) is in receipt of your letter 
regarding the operation of the ski shuttle services.  STATA is committed to 
complying with the following Federal Transit Administration (FTA) requirements 
regarding the operation of ski shuttle services so that it meets the definition of 
public transportation service as defined in 49 USC Section 5302. 
 
To this end, STATA is working diligently to ensure compliance regarding the 
operation of STATA ski shuttles.  The following list represents current efforts that 
are targeted for resolution by the end of January 2010 : 
 

1.  The Agreement for the Provision of Operations and Maintenance of 
General Fixed-Route, Ski Shuttles and Demand Responsive Services with 
MV Transportation, Inc effective June 5, 2009 will be amended to remove a 
sentence in page 7 regarding direction and control to the transit contractor, 
as well as the free transportation provided to Heavenly employees since 
they have opted to not pay for the transportation this year in page A-3 of the 
Scope of Work. A copy will be provided to NDOT once executed. 

 
2. Appendix B of the Operating Agreement is only for reference only and does 

not reflect that operation of the ski shuttle services. Appendix B is MV’s 
proposal submitted to STATA, and does not bind STATA to provide the 
described services. 

 
3. That STATA, in accordance with existing policies and committees , shall 

have the sole authority governing changes or oversight to all routes, fares, 
schedules and policies affecting BlueGO transit services, including ski 
shuttle routes.  Heavenly Mountain Resort shall have no authority to direct 
or make changes to the operator, routes, fares, schedules and policies 
affecting BlueGO transit services. 
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4. Heavenly shall contribute funding to the overall Coordinated Transit System 

consistent with the intent of Section 5.10 of the Participation Agreement to 
ensure that there is no negotiated funding for a specific service. 

 
5. All federal funded vehicles and equipment will be used in accordance with 

FTA regulations and be available and open to all passengers riding the 
BlueGO transit system with no restriction. 

 
Provided that STATA complies with the terms of your letter dated November 10, 
2009, STATA will continue to split its invoices between Nevada and California as 
agreed to in August of 2009.

This report communicates general financial activity ending January 27, 2010.  
The detailed Trial Balance is under review and is, therefore, not provided as it 
may be misleading for the purposes of decision-making. 
 
The fieldwork phase of the 2008/09 financial statement audit ended on 11/19/09. 
There is still significant work to do to finalize STATA’s financial statements for the 
period. This condition is not unusual in periods where major organizational 
changes have occurred. 
 
STATA has invoiced NDOT for grant reimbursements of expenditures incurred in 
April through September 2009.  This completes STATA’s submissions to NDOT 
for the fiscal year 2008/09. 
 
STATA looks forward to the successful execution of grant agreements for the 
current fiscal year, 2009/10. 
 
The cash account is reconciled daily to monitor the balance available for 
operations, plan for payroll and other short-term cash requirements, and to insure 
that deposits restricted for capital use are secured. A separate bank account for 
funds restricted for capital activities is in process and awaiting approval by the 
STATA Board Treasurer.

• A total of $50,623.79 is available for operations in the Wells Fargo Checking 

Account.  
• A total of $913,254.54 in Accounts Payable is outstanding.  
• A total of $707,853.17 in Accounts Receivable is outstanding.

• $82,456.00 in restricted Air Quality Mitigation Funds were available for 
capital expenditures on January 1, 2010.  

• $33,464.00 was approved by the Board for the payment of sales taxes on 
a newly purchased bus. 

• $48,992.00 in restricted Air Quality Mitigation funds remains in STATA’s 
bank account.
