CNG Diagnosis and Repair

Maintenance technicians will perform diagnosis and repairs using accepted trade methods
and practices. Diagnostics will include symptom identification and troubleshooting,
performing the appropriate tests to accurately diagnose the system. Drivability issues require
our technicians to check the basics. Once it has been determined that all of the basic
systems are operating propetly, further diagnosis is required by analyzing computer data that
is used for fuel metering. When the particular circuit has been identified as operating
impropetly, further diagnostic tests are performed to determine exactly what failed in that
circuit.

An example of such occurrence is if a vehicle comes in with a drivability problem of poor
idling. The technician connects the laptop computer to the Diagnostic Link (DL) and using
the Insite software, retrieves the diagnostic trouble codes which indicate a sensor showing
faulty. Upon further inspection of the circuit, using a digital volt meter, the exact cause of
the problem is pinpointed.

Safety is a priority when performing repairs on compressed natural gas vehicles.
Maintenance and repair technicians perform repairs using the correct methods and tools
required. For reference purposes, MV uses NFPA and NGV Institute materials to assure
that inspections and repairs comply with their accepted guidelines.

Compliance Oversight

Periodic conference calls between Mr. Sloan, Mr. Vaccaro and Mr. McAleer ensure
corporate support is always available to the local team. These calls, along with Mr. Sloan’s
on-site visits ensure that our preventive maintenance program is on schedule, repairs are not
unnecessarily deferred, and compliance with manufacturer and industry best standards.

Daily Vehicle Inspections

Each operator must perform a pre-trip inspection before entering service. This process
ensures that all vehicles are in safe and good operating condition prior to entering service.
To ensure operators are properly performing this inspection, a supervisor is present to
observe these inspections and interact with the operators to ensure consistent and on-time
pull-out.

If the driver discovers a defect during these inspections, the driver reports it on the pre-trip
inspection form. If the defect will cause further damage or presents a safety hazard, the
driver notifies dispatch, documents the defect on the pre-trip inspection form and submits
the defect report to dispatch. The vehicle is immediately placed out of service, a repair order
is generated and the defect is corrected.

Defect reports are reviewed and documented in vehicle file and in the FleetFocus system.
When the vehicle is brought in for the next PM inspection, all minor defects are corrected.

Parts Inventory

Inventory levels are adjusted based on a usage analysis performed from data gathered in
FleetFocus. MV stocks needed quantities of repair parts to ensure that adequate supplies are
on hand for repairs to be completed in a timely manner. Typically, we keep levels at about
two weeks usage.
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MV attempts to utilize local DBE vendors where possible; however, our extensive national
accounts program allow us to purchase parts at discounted prices.

To ensure that the parts room is secure and parts issued are properly tracked on work
orders, the parts room is kept locked when not attended. Keys are issued to Mr. Vaccaro
and Mr. McAleer. In order to monitor parts usage and appropriate documentation, periodic
spot inventories will be conducted and compared to the documented quantity in
FleetFocus. Any discrepancy will be investigated.

Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) Specifications

MV follows all OEM specifications and uses only OEM parts. By following OEM
recommended maintenance repair procedures, as well as using parts that meet or exceed
OEM specifications, MV ensures that safety and quality are upheld for each repair.

Long term, this prevents safety hazards, promotes best practices and saves our clients
money by making repairs correctly the first time. With a reduction in repetitive repairs and
road calls, MV’s program increases productivity and maximizes fleet availability.
