Subject: Consent Calendar Item A: Approval to Surplus STATA Owned Vehicles, and Update the 
STATA Fleet Inventory  
 

Action Requested: Staff recommends that the South Tahoe Area Transit Authority (STATA) 
Board of Directors authorize the sale or other disposition of surplus vehicles # 3281, #3211 and 
3209 and update the STATA fleet inventory accordingly. 

Background:  STATA has signed an agreement with NDOT for a 5310 Grant to fund a paratransit 
vehicle purchased through a piggyback agreement with San Mateo County Transit District.  There 
is a matching commitment from Heavenly Mountain Resort in the amount of $7,505. This vehicle 
will replace an existing ski shuttle bus. In addition an ARRA grant application has been filed with 
NDOT for one (1) Orion 40 ft Diesel powered and one (1) Orion 35 ft CNG powered transit buses 
to be used on Route 50.   

 
Discussion: With the signed agreement between NDOT and STATA, a Buyer’s Order 
Contract has been signed with Creative Bus Sales, Inc. to procure a 24 ft Ford El Dorado 
Type III E-450 with a capacity of 16 passenger and 2 wheel chair positions. A notice to 
proceed has been prepared. In addition, STATA wishes to create uniformity within the fleet 
and NDOT has agreed to allow a change in the grant description to offer STATA the 
opportunity to procure two (2) NABI CNG powered transit buses in lieu of the original vehicle 
type and description. NABI has agreed to manufacture two (2) 35 ft CNG powered Transit 
vehicles similar to three (3) NABI vehicles received into inventory earlier this year.  With the 
delivery of these transit vehicles, there is a need to surplus three vehicles directly owned by 
STATA.    

Upon the Board of Directors approval the surplus of the three (3) vehicles, the vehicles will be removed       
from the STATA fleet inventory list at the time of disposition.    
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The disposition of vehicles by sale or surplus is in accordance with the vehicle surplus policy approved by 
the Board of Directors on August 28, 2009 and the BlueGO Purchasing Manual adopted August 2008.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT STATA BOARD OF 

DIRECTORS hereby state that: 
 
1. It is an eligible sponsor of projects for FTA Sections 5310, 5311, 

5311(f), 5316 and 5317 funding programs.  
 
2. It is authorized to submit an application to receive the FTA 

Sections 5310, 5311, 5311(f), 5316 and 5317 funding programmed, if 
awarded. 

 
3. There is no legal impediment to STATA making applications for 

receiving FTA Sections 5310, 5311, 5311(f), 5316 and 5317 funding.  
 
4. There is no pending or threatened litigation, which might in any 

way adversely affect the proposed project, or the ability of STATA 
to deliver such project.

Action Requested: Staff and Counsel recommend that the South Tahoe Area Transit Authority 
(STATA) Board of Directors authorize the President to sign a “Notice of Rescission”. This letter 
advises the City of Detroit Department of Transportation that STATA rescinds its offer to 
purchase two (2) 2000 Chance CNG Trolley Buses. 

Background:  On October 2, 2009, The STATA board was presented with Business Matter Item A: 
Approval to Purchase Trolley Vehicles from the Detroit Department of Transportation. Staff 
recommended the authorization to purchase two (2) 2000 Chance 28 foot Classic American 
Trolley vehicles. The funding for the procurement was received from the City of South Lake 
Tahoe Air Quality Mitigation Funds (AQMF) as approved under resolution 09-03.  

 
Discussion: Two (2) 2000 Chance 28 foot Classic American Trolleys (Vehicle No. 4017 and 
4021) had been previously purchased through a similar procurement process and are owned 
by the TTD. They have required extensive repair and reconditioning. The cost to prepare the 
vehicles for operation in May 2010 was $54,765.00. In addition to mechanical issues the 
exterior of the trolleys will require extensive cosmetic reconditioning. It can be anticipated 
that the acceptance of these additional trolleys in “as is” condition will warrant similar 
mechanical and reconditioning costs and efforts. The purchase price will be $57,576.08; the 
funds to procure these trolleys have been set aside. Since the purchase is described as 
“F.O.B.: as is and where is” the additional cost of delivery has not been determined. Should 
the Board approve the rescission of the purchase there must be a determination as to the 
disposition of the AQMF funds. 

Recommendation: Staff recommends the STATA Board authorize the President to sign the “Notice of 
Rescission “letter. The act of rescinding the offer will undoubtedly result in both a saving of maintenance 
costs as well as any concerns regarding service reliability.

Please be advised that the South Tahoe Area Transit Authority (STATA) hereby rescinds its 
offer to purchase two (2) Chance CNG Trolley Buses made pursuant to the written instrument 
entitled “Purchase Agreement Between City of Detroit Department of Transportation and 
South Tahoe Area Transit Authority,” executed in October 2009.  While captioned as a 
“Purchase Agreement,” the instrument is effectively an offer by STATA to purchase the 
buses, and while the offer was conditionally agreed to by DDOT, the instrument is expressly 
not valid or authorized until approved by resolution of the Detroit City Council and signed by 
the DDOT purchasing director.  To date, STATA has not received noticed that either of these 
conditions were satisfied.  Thus, since the purchase agreement was not valid or authorized, it 
was effectively nothing more than a purchase offer which has yet to be accepted by the City 
of Detroit and, as a result, the offer may be, and hereby is, rescinded.

South Tahoe Area Transit Authority Summary of Staff Activities – April 2010 

 ABHOW MOU-The STATA Board approved the Memorandum Of Understanding with the 
American Baptist Homes of the West on April 9, 2010 during the monthly board meeting. Staff 
contacted Mr. Travis Hanna, ABHOW Director of Operations, Affordable Housing to advise him of 
the acceptance of the MOU. Mr. Hanna informed staff that ABHOW would have to rescind its offer 
to provide a paratransit bus for use in BlueGo “OnCall” service to Kelly Ridge senior residence. 
The reason for the decision is the charitable foundation that gifted the bus to Kelly Ridge advised 
ABHOW it could not enter into the MOU. 

 
 INTERLOCAL COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN STATA AND CARSON CITY 

REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION (CCRTC): This agreement was enacted in 
November 2008 and affects the operations and funding of BlueGo route 21X. The CCRTC has 
requested a performance report on the BlueGo 21x service (currently operated with local 
funds and FTA Section 5316 funds passed through CAMPO), and is interested in the future 
of this service beyond the expiration of the current contract on September 30, 2010. 
Performance information was forwarded to CCRTC in advance of a performance report which 
will be presented to the CCRTC by Mr. Jot Bennett, Interim Transit Manager, at a June 9, 
2010 meeting. 

 
 Interim Transit Manager, Jot Bennett, presented a review of meetings and site visits: 

 Directed interim plan for customer comment/complaint procedures.  

i. Directed the customer comment site on the BlueGo website to the South Y, this is 
in conformance with the comment/complaint procedures found in the MV 
operating agreement.  

ii. Moved the customer comment phone extension to the South Y. This extension 
had been directed to an unattended phone at the Shop St location. 

 Completed and reported the Annual Drug and Alcohol testing records of all safety 
sensitive employees of the transit operator. This report is required by the FTA and is 
reported on line to CalTrans.  

 Contacted City Bus Advertising Company and discussed ways in which there can be 
increased income from interior bus advertising. I received a copy of the existing 
agreement and noted there are appropriate restrictions as to the type of material 
advertised.  

 Attended the Tahoe Transportation District monthly board meeting. 

 Completed BlueGo mileage allocations based on frequency of operations. This change in 
allocation method resulted in an in increase of 6% in the number of miles operated in 
Nevada. 
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i. This methodology was employed in submitting a NDOT grant application for FTA 
5311 operating funds. The Federal FY 10/11 grant request may be twice the prior 
fiscal period grant.  

 Advised each vendor who responded to the AVL RFP of the board’s decision to award 
Avego the contract. Each vendor who was not selected has been advised they may 
appeal the Board decision in accordance with the NRS rules. Those appeals must be 
submitted by May 1, 2010. 

 Began negotiations with Avego under the guidelines of the STATA Board of Directors 
motion to approve.  Avego will provide a response to those negotiations the week of May 
3rd. 

 Attended the Earth Day celebrations at the South Lake Tahoe Community College. I 
arranged to have BlueGo schedules and information at the TRPA informational booth.   

 Working with the City of South Lake Tahoe to place seven (7) bike rakes along the 
BlueGo route.  

i. Contacted Ty Polastri, President of Lake Tahoe Bicycle Coalition to request the 
coalition’s assistance in placement locations.  

ii. The TTD alternative transportation program recommends an update to the Lake 
Tahoe Bike and Pedestrian plan. The plan provides for the connectivity of all bike 
paths within the Lake Tahoe basin. 

iii. Strategic placement of the bike racks near public transportation and employment 
centers will benefit the program. 

 Met with Thom McAleer, MV BlueGo General Manager to review MV’s compliance with 
the operating agreement and in particular the requirements found within Appendix A: 
Scope of Work. A report of the responses and recommendations was prepared. 

 Reviewed and contingently approved the monthly operating reports and invoices, 
generated by MV for the months of January, February and March. 

 Participated in the monthly grant progress phone conference with NDOT.  

 Prepared documentation and notice to proceed for the procurement of one (1) E-450 El 
Dorado paratransit vehicle. The funds are being made through the 5310 Grant Number 
PR424-09-802. The vehicle should be delivered within 60 to 90 days. 

i. Prepared a “consent to surplus” request to the STATA Board to dispose of a 2005 
El Dorado of similar configuration. This vehicle is beyond its useful life as 
determined under FTA guidelines.  

 Met with STATA board member, Matt Krystofiak at Harvey’s Lake Tahoe to discuss 
various issues regarding BlueGo. Matt believes there is a possibility more casino 
employees could utilize the transit service. 

i. Will develop a survey to determine knowledge of and need for the BlueGo 
service. 
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 Accountant, Rhonda Saigh.  
 

 Submitted the NDOT grant application for Sec. 5311 operations assistance for the 
fiscal year 10/11. 

 Provided support to Transit Resource Center. 
 Begun compiling the supporting documentation for NDOT grant reimbursement 

invoices for the fiscal year 09/10. 
 Provided guidance and supervision to the temporary accountant to compile the 

documentation necessary to properly classify several revenue and expense 
transactions in the current fiscal year’s accounting records. 

 Completed all adjustments and schedules to finalize the 08/09 financial statement 
audit. 

 Continued with customary daily accounting processes and GOPass distribution. 
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Treasurer’s Report – April 30, 2010 
 

This report communicates general financial activity ending April 30, 2010. The balance sheet and 
income statement for the nine months ending March 31, 2010 are included with this report.  
 
Transit Resource Center’s assessment of STATA’s financial, operational, and fleet conditions is 
complete and was presented to the Board in closed session on April 27, 2010.  
 
STATA is preparing an application to Caltrans for operating assistance for the fiscal year 10/11. 
The NDOT grant application for operating assistance for the fiscal year 10/11 was submitted on 
April 20th for a total request of $2,171,423 which is $995,523 more than the request for the 
current fiscal year. 50% of this request must be satisfied with local matching funds with the 
remaining 50% being reimbursed from federal funds. This increase is due mainly to NDOT’s 
determination that ski shuttle routes are in compliance with the FTA Charter Rule, a condition that 
did not exist in prior grant applications. 
 
The main 09/10 agreement with NDOT for operating assistance has been executed by NDOT and 
grant invoices for reimbursement are being prepared. 
 
The cash account is reconciled daily to monitor the balance available for operations, plan for 
payroll and other short-term cash requirements, and to insure that deposits restricted for capital 
use are secured. A separate bank account for funds restricted for capital activities has been 
established. 
 
South Tahoe Area Transit Authority Fund 240  
• A total of $177,365.73 is available for operations in the Wells Fargo Checking Account.  
• A total of $1,941,300.84 in Accounts Payable is outstanding. A review of accounts payable is 

currently underway including a reconciliation of the amount due to MV Transportation, Inc. 
STATA also has an outstanding debt to TRPA in the amount of $127,297.96 for past payroll 
and overhead expenses up to January 2010. TRPA has agreed to a six-month payment plan 
of $25,000 per month of which the first monthly installment was paid in April. 

• A total of $755,736.990 in Accounts Receivable is outstanding. The most significant amounts 
receivable are: Heavenly Mountain Resort $104,404.62, STATA Private Partners $148,156.80 
collectively, STATA Government Partners $239,223.00 collectively, Caltrans $152,903.00 for 
preventative maintenance reimbursement, and the Tahoe Transportation District for the 
reimbursement of bus painting expenses incurred in 08/09 in the amount of $72,656.40, of 
which approximately $30,000.00 may be received. The amounts receivable from Heavenly 
Mountain Resort and the STATA Private Partners are expected to be collected in the first half 
of May 2010. The amounts receivable from Caltrans and TTD are reliant upon the successful 
completion of the Caltrans grant agreement and TTD’s close-out of a current grant. 

• The active and approved purchasing policy has been frozen. All purchases are now being pre-
authorized by the Treasurer.
